4. Assess club projects to make sure they meet the 
needs of your community and are interesting to 
prospective and current members.  

5. Publicize club projects and volunteer opportunities in 
your community.  

6. With prospective members, focus on the benefits of 
membership that set Rotary apart from other 
volunteer organizations, such as:  

·  Regular fellowship 
·  More than 100-year history of 

service  
·  Variety of projects offering hands-

on involvement 
·  Professional development and 

networking opportunities  
·  Sustainability of projects due to 

Rotary's continuing presence in the 
community
