The Rotary Foundation Simplified Grants

Applications Guidelines

The District 5520 Foundation Committee makes grants available each year to District 5520 Clubs to undertake projects in their own communities.

District Simplified Grants provide funding for one-time only community service projects that involve active personal participation of Rotarians.  The grant projects are intended to improve the community and/or lives of disadvantaged people.  The grant process is managed by the District 5520 Grants Subcommittee.

Club Eligibility.  All District 5520 Rotary Clubs are eligible if:
1. The club is in good standing (i.e., current on RI and D5520 dues as well as current on prior District Simplified Grant reporting).
2. The club has attended mandatory annual Grant Management Training.

Application Process
Applications will be accepted from May 1 to June 15 of each year.  If The Rotary Foundation (TRF)-provided funds remain available after the June 15th deadline, the District Grants Subcommittee will entertain additional applications until June 30th.  Should Simplified Grant funds remain after July 1 of each year, upon the recommendation of the District 5520 Grant Chair and the approval of the District Governor, the District Rotary Foundation Chair (DRFC) may authorize secondary Simplified Grant application windows.  The DRFC may restrict the criteria for Simplified Grant applications for these secondary application windows beyond what is specified below.

Requirements for Awards

1.   Projects must be Rotary-sponsored and identified as such.

2.   Projects must be humanitarian in nature and clearly directed at improving the community and/or lives of the disadvantaged within the confines of District 5520.

3.   Projects must be of a short-term and must be completed and reported no later than June 30 of the fiscal year in which the funds were provided.

4.   Projects must not directly benefit: (1) a Rotarian, an employee of a club, district, or other Rotary entity or Rotary International, or (2) a spouse, lineal descendant, spouse of a lineal descendant, or ancestor of any living Rotarian or Rotary employee.

5.   Projects must not fund existing projects or activities sponsored by another organization nor fund operational expenses of another organization.

6.   Funds must not be used for travel, salaries, or other administrative costs.

7.   Projects must not involve liability on the part of District 5520, Rotary International, or its Foundation except to provide the amount of the grant funds.

8.   Funds must not be used to reimburse applicants for projects already initiated or completed.

9.   Funds must not be used to purchase land or buildings or to construct substantial building. Funds must be used in compliance with the Rotary Foundation’s policies on construction and renovation.

10. Funds cannot be used to fund the ongoing projects of a Rotary club or district.  This does not prevent the replication of successful projects that will benefit additional communities.

11. Grant funds must be deposited within 30 days of the receipt of the payment.  Funds not deposited within 30 days will be voided and reallocated to other projects.  An account established for the project is recommended but, in any case, sufficient financial records must be maintained to detail the project’s income and expenses.  

12. Sponsoring clubs must provide a final report within two months of the project completion but no later than the June 30 end of the Fiscal Year.  Receipts for all expenditures under the grant will be included with the final report.  Photographs of the project are required.

13. Rotary sponsors will appoint three Rotarians who will provide oversight and management of the award funds, and who will serve as the club’s contacts for the District and The Rotary Foundation.  As a minimum, the primary Point of Contact (POC) must have completed mandatory Grant Management Training for the Fiscal Year in which the project is approved.
14. Projects are subject to The Rotary Foundation’s Stewardship Guidelines and Financial Guidelines and Regulation for Humanitarian Grant Projects which can be found on the Rotary website www.rotary.org.
15. Clubs and projects must comply with The Rotary Foundation’s Terms and Conditions for District Simplified Grants.
16. Refer to the attached Guidelines for Eligibility of DSG Expenditures for examples of eligible and ineligible projects.

Grant Awards Amounts

1.   The sponsoring club must at least match Rotary District 5520’s grant.

2.   The maximum grant amount available to a sponsoring Rotary Club is $2,000 per year.
3.   The minimum grant amount is $250.

4.   Up to three Rotary Clubs may jointly request up to $2,000 per club for a joint project.

Award Criteria

The District 5520 Grant Subcommittee will consider the following criteria in its funding recommendations:

1.   The merit and reasonableness of the project budget.

2.   The number of people in the community who will benefit from the project.

3.   The documented need for the project.
4.
The opportunity for media coverage and Rotary visibility in the community.
5.   The strength of the sponsoring club’s participation and its ongoing commitment to the project.

The subcommittee may also take into consideration the sponsoring club’s support of The Rotary Foundation, completion of prior year’s projects and ability to meet reporting requirements.
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
